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O Installation Instructions

FS-500 switches should be installed in an area--indoors or outdoors--which meets the following
conditions:
Ambient temperature between -40°F and 368°F (-40°C to 187°C); up to 500°F (260°C) for HT
Process pressure 300 psi (20.7 bar) or less; 100 psi (6.9 bar) or less for P58 fitting
Relative humidity up to 100%
Altitude up to 2000 meters (6560 feet)
No chemicals corrosive to stainless steel (such as NH,, SO, Cl,, etc.)

Installing your horizontal float switch is easy if you follow a few simple steps:
Apply thread tape to tapered threads
Insert the threads into the mounting hole and begin to turn by hand.
Use an appropriately sized wrench on the hex nut to completely tighten the threads.
Connect the switch wires to your control system.
Equipment must be grounded through final installation.
Adequate overcurrent protection must be provided at the supply.
